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The field of play is a basketball court. Two of the fields will be wood and two will be a rubberized ‘mondo’ surface. Please have your players wear appropriate flat footwear. Please have your players wear matching jerseys; we will provide pinnies in the case of color conflicts. Out of bounds are determined by the ball hitting the curtain dividing fields, or crossing the touchline. Balls over any line are kicked in to restart. Goal kicks can be dribbled onto the field of play. Goals cannot be scored direct from a kick-in or kick-off. They can be scored direct from all free kicks. Opponents must stand 3 yards from all kick-ins and free kicks.

The goal is 4 ft wide by 3ft high. To score, the ball must cross the goal-line, between the posts.

Players can run through the goal crease. Nobody is allowed to play the ball in the goal crease. If an offensive player plays the ball in the crease, the opponent receives a free kick taken from anywhere outside the crease. If a defensive player plays the ball inside the crease, it is a penalty kick from the center circle. A penalty is a free kick that is played once. A penalty kick results in either a goal or a kick-in for the team conceding the penalty. ie. possession turns over if the kick is missed, hits the post and doesn’t cross the goal line etc. Restarts are taken from the goal-line. Players stand behind the halfway line on a penalty kick.

Any infraction that prevents a goal (handball, deliberate foul, obstruction etc.) except playing the ball in the crease, results in the loss of that player for the rest of that game (this also applies to deliberate time wasting.) They can be replaced if a substitute is available. If not, they must play short.
A player sent off for violent conduct (fighting etc.) cannot be replaced.
A player sent off for violent conduct has to sit out the next game. Two expulsions mean that player cannot play in the rest of that tournament. Any player can be expelled from the tournament at the discretion of the tournament director. 

Three players are on the field of play, substitutes stand behind the goal-line. Substitutions are made on the fly.  A player has to leave the field of play before a substitute can come on. The opponent does not have to wait for a substitution to be made. A team with more than 3 players on the field, concedes a free kick, taken from anywhere on the half-way line.

Games are 15 minutes long with a running clock. Referee has the discretion to stop the clock for time wasting or a serious injury. Score is kept and points are awarded at the end of the game. The winning team gets 3 points, the losing team gets 0. Two teams that tie get a point each.
Points are used to determine seeding for the playoffs. Tie-breakers are head-to-head results followed by a coin toss. Teams must be on time for their scheduled game. If a team is not on time, the team that is there will kick off. The game is forfeited after 5 minutes. The score will be the game score at 5 minutes.

In a playoff game, including a championship game, if the score is still tied at the end of the regulation 15 minutes, sudden death penalty kicks ensue until one team misses while the other scores. Each player on the roster takes a kick until one player misses while the other scores. If every player on the roster has kicked, the rotation goes back to the first player. This can mean that a player kicks against a different player in the second round if, for example, one team has a 5 man roster and the other team has only four players. A player who has been thrown out of the game cannot take a penalty kick. 

REGISTRATION

Registration will take place in the lobby of the Koehler Fitness and Recreation Center (FRC) which houses the indoor track. Directions to the FRC can be found on the University of Findlay website www.findlay.edu.  If you use a GPS to get to Findlay, the address is 1000 N. Main St. The actual tournament takes place in the track area. Each team will bring their roster to the registration table. Each player must bring a form of identification that verifies a year of birth or age, unless competing in the open bracket.
Each player needs to turn in a 2018 Agreement to Participate form. Please Xerox a separate form for each player.

Each eligible player and one team coach will receive a wristband. We suggest teams show up at least 30 minutes before their first game. A team does not have to have a coach, just a contact/representative. This person can be a player. Players will have to show their wristband in order to play. Only one coach is allowed to stand with their team.

There is a small area to warm up on behind the fields. Fields 1 and 2 are wood; fields 3 and 4 are rubberized ‘mondo’.

Spectators are charged a nominal $2 fee to watch games. There is no charge for those under 10 years of age.
A limited number of t-shirts will be available at a cost of $14.

A preliminary schedule will be e-mailed the week of the tournament. Younger age groups will play at the earliest available times.
You will be updated on a regular basis by e-mail during the week of the tournament.
